There were also interesting displays of arts and crafts and of optical equipment else-

where around the Reserve, and as usual I was very happy to be invited to assist with 

Pond dipping  

the Wildlife Explorersõ pond dipping. This year, in a major upgrade to  my field equipment I 

was able to use a battery powered Zeiss microscope at the pondside and show at first 

hand water fleas and other microscopical  creatures. Larger finds included screech beetle 

larvae, caddis larvae, damselfly nymphs, water boatmen and a single newt tadpole, pictured 

here. Notice the prominent gills and the incredibly delicate developing limbs and feet. 

The day was a most satisfying and enjoyable experience for all the family and for once the 

weather was wonderful.
